


Doing the Works of the Father
[bookmark: _Hlk535829481]John 15:1 I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. 2 Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit.
Have you ever pondered this verse that Jesus spoke and wondered what He meant by bearing fruit? I know that this may be simple but yet it is very deep as all of Jesus’ words are. In this teaching we will explore the area of “Fruit bearing”.  The reason I feel this is important is because 1) this is what the Lord spoke to me during the night to study on and 2) as a leader, minister, teacher you should be able to give clarification to those that you are teaching. Too many times we teach or throw out things that sound good but we ourselves haven’t really taken the time to study understand and we end up making our own perceived definition and most of the time it is not in line with the true vision of the Holy Spirit and thus the people receive a teaching that is only partially true with no clarification. That men and women of God is not good.
 Too many times we take it for granted that everyone understands the teachings of our Master and Savior Jesus Christ, but many do not understand, and if we do not explain in detail to those who are listening to us, they will remain with no clarity in their minds as to what the message is behind the scriptures.  How can they take what is taught and apply it to their lives? Well the honest answer is they cannot!  And that men and women of God is not good! 
We need to have strong foundations, so our faith is built on solid doctrines that will support the deeper and more spiritual revelations.  Let us not assume that everyone automatically understands the basic truths of the scriptures. Amen?

Bearing Fruit
I find it interesting that “Fruit” is mentioned 67 times in the New Testament and that “Hell” is mentioned 23 times, “Money” is mentioned 33 times if you include 6 verses mentioning talents, “Healing” on the other hand is mentioned 76 times and “Works” is mentioned 176 times. Where do you see our heavenly Father placing the importance of or focus?
As we grow in Christ there is an expectation of our Heavenly Father for us to bear fruit, to be fruitful and to yield fruit and then as also as we grow spiritually this gives way to good works, so first of all what is “Fruit”?
Fruit is defined in the Strong’s concordance as: 
 G2590 Karpos, This is the Greek definition
 Probably from the base of G726; fruit (as plucked), literally or figuratively: - fruit.
What this means is; fruit is that which been consumed. Fruit while it is still on the branches or vines does not do any good because it is just fruit on a branch or vine. When a land owner plants a vineyard what do you suppose his purpose is in growing the fruit? I’m sure it’s not just to have a nice looking group of trees or pretty things growing on the trees for all to see.  But as we know, the purpose of the owner is to grow a crop of fruit that will be sold to feed others, whether it be Apples, Oranges or Grapes they are designed to be consumed but first they must be picked at the right time because if the fruit is not picked at the correct time the fruit will become rotten and not consumable, to the owner that would be a total waste.  Biblically fruit is defined as something that you have (your gifting or ability) that is or offered to others. I you notice I did not say taken by others but offered, this concept will become clearer as we expound on the scriptures.
 Look at what Jesus said to the twelve in Matthew 10:7 And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand. 8 Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have received, freely give.  
What was it that they had freely received? It was the blessing of the kingdom and all that comes with it, the disciples were freely given love, power and authority in Jesus name bear in mind that Jesus mandated that they were to give it not to keep it for themselves. 
Going back to Matthew 10:7 Jesus said that they were to; 
- Heal the sick; how did they go about that? By prayer
- Cleanse the lepers, how did they go about that? By prayer
- Raise the dead, how did they go about that? By prayer
- Cast out demons, how did they do that? By prayer
So in this example what is the “Fruit”?
Let us go back to the Greek meaning of “Fruit” G2590 Karpos,
 Probably from the base of G726; fruit (as plucked), literally or figuratively: - fruit.
Now if you were a tree this would mean “fruit” which is yielded, are you starting to see a deeper meaning? Understand this; you are not the fruit, Jesus said in John 15:5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.  We are the branches that produce fruit, do you see that?  Don’t be mistaken fruit is not the works.  Let’s go on and we’ll see more into this. 
If we stay with the example from Matthew 10:7; is fruit the healing of the sick or the cleansing of the lepers? Here is a key; no! God is the healer not us, correct? Here is another scripture to give light to this question about fruit, those of you who have been following my teachings have heard me say that to understand what something is, we must see what it is not, we will look at the parable of the sower to get clarification.  From the gospel of Mark we read; Mark 4:18 And these are they which are sown among thorns; such as hear the word, 19 And the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh unfruitful. 20 And these are they which are sown on good ground; such as hear the word, and receive it, and bring forth fruit, some thirtyfold, some sixty, and some an hundred. 21 And he said unto them, Is a candle brought to be put under a bushel, or under a bed? and not to be set on a candlestick?  
There are 4 main elements in these verses that we must grasp;
1) The Word, the Greek definition for this is” Logos”, meaning; something said, a doctrine.
2) Becomes Unfruitful, the Greek definition for this is “Akarpos”, meaning; Barren, yielding no fruit.
3) Bring forth fruit, the Greek word definition for this is “Karpophoreō”, meaning; to be fertile.
4) A candle, the Greek word definition is “Luchnos”, meaning; a portable lamp or other illuminator.
Now let’s put this together, we shall start with the last;
Key 4) “A candle”, Jesus asked the question “is a candle to be put under a bushel or under a bed?  Well of course the answer is no! It is to be put on a candlestick was His answer.  Jesus told us in Matthew 5:14 Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on an hill cannot be hid. 15 Neither do men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto all that are in the house. 16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.  Here Jesus says that “you” are what brings illumination to the world, you are not to be hid but put on a candlestick or a platform so that it can give light to all the house or world but look at what He says in verse 16; you are to let your light shine before men that they may see your good works and glorify our Father in Heaven.
Now let it unfold before your eyes, let’s look at the next;
Key 3) “Bring forth fruit” Jesus said that the good ground are those who hear and receive or accept the word and are fertile and bring forth fruit some thirty fold, sixty and a hundred. Jesus said in John 15:8 Herein is my Father glorified, that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be my disciples.  Remember you are the “branches” a branch as we all know grows or bears fruit and then the branch “yields fruit” See here in Mark 4:8  (TLV)“And others fell into the good soil and were producing fruit, springing up and increasing. They yielded a crop, producing thirty, sixty, and a hundredfold.”  
 When you are fruitful it brings glory to our heavenly father, 
When you yield your fruit to men, the men glorify our Father in heaven
Here we need to look at what the opposite of fruitful is which brings us to the next; key.
Key 2 and 1) “Becomes unfruitful” Jesus said that when the Word or Sayings are choked out it becomes unfruitful, remember the definition of “unfruitful” is yielding no fruit, so when there is no fruit being yielded there is no motivation from the heart to give therefore no one receives of the good that God has purposed in His people. We must ask this question, what becomes unfruitful? From the Greek definition it is the “Logos” or the “sayings”.  It is Jesus’ teachings that become unfruitful, so what does that mean in reference to the above keys? 
Again we must look at what Jesus says to us, let’s go again to Matthew chapter 5, after Jesus spoke in verse 16 that if we let our light shine, men will see our works that God would receive glory he went on to give what those works should be we in verses 17 through 48 I will show just a few as there are so many but you will get the idea as to the message Jesus was trying to convey to the people;
Matthew 5:21 Ye have heard that it was said by them of old time, Thou shalt not kill; and whosoever shall kill shall be in danger of the judgment: 22  But I say unto you, That whosoever is angry with his brother without a cause shall be in danger of the judgment: and whosoever shall say to his brother, Raca, shall be in danger of the council: but whosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall be in danger of hell fire.
Matthew 5:31 It hath been said, Whosoever shall put away his wife, let him give her a writing of divorcement: 32 But I say unto you, That whosoever shall put away his wife, saving for the cause of fornication, causeth her to commit adultery: and whosoever shall marry her that is divorced committeth adultery.
Matthew 5:38 Ye have heard that it hath been said, An eye for an eye, and a tooth for a tooth: 39 But I say unto you, That ye resist not evil: but whosoever shall smite thee on thy right cheek, turn to him the other also.
Matthew 5:43 Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy. 44 But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you; 45 That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust.  46 For if ye love them which love you, what reward have ye? do not even the publicans the same? 47 And if ye salute your brethren only, what do ye more than others? do not even the publicans so? 48 Be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect.
We have just seen some of the sayings or “Logos” of Jesus, this sermon called the Sermon on the Mount it continues through to chapter 7 where He concludes His message with this; Matthew 7:24  Therefore whosoever heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise man, which built his house upon a rock: 25 And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell not: for it was founded upon a rock. 26 And every one that heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them not, shall be likened unto a foolish man, which built his house upon the sand: 27 And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell: and great was the fall of it.  If you notice in verse 24 I underlined the word “Sayings” this is the same word defined as “Logos” and the same word in Mark 4:19 “Choke the Word”, the Word is defined as “Logos”. Interesting isn’t it? 
These are things that Jesus said if you do them before men (Matthew 5:16) they would give glory to your Father in Heaven but if they are not done men will not see your good works and your father in Heaven will receive no Glory.  
So to summarize the definition of fruit; it is the motivation behind the doing of an act not the act itself, making yourself available to be used in whatever opportunity that may come your way whether it is praying for someone in need or giving an encouraging word letting others see the love and kindness that has been displayed, it is the act of reaching out that people see, before love can be received by others it must be put out in front of those who are in need of it thus the analogy of the fruit tree I used earlier, “Fruit while it is still on the branches or vines does not do any good because it is just fruit on a branch or vine”. Look at it this way, if you are an apple tree, the apples will give nutrition and life to those who eat of it, so will everyone who needs this nutrition and life go to an orchard to receive the apples? No, most wouldn’t know where to go but the Father sends the produce to where it is needed and where it can be consumed; thus, his command to “Go into all the world” Mark 16:15. Then after seeing how good the apples are they will give praises and tell others about the apples and where they can get them. 
Jesus was the perfect example of this in John’s gospel when He talked to the woman at the well, let’s see what transpired, please read John 4:5-26, now we continue at verse 28; John 4:28 The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, and saith to the men, 29 Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ? 30 Then they went out of the city, and came unto him.   You see Jesus first was willing to talk to the woman at the well.
Here we will see the true motivation to why Jesus did what He did, and this will speak to us also.
Mark 1:40  And there came a leper to him, beseeching him, and kneeling down to him, and saying unto him, If thou wilt, thou canst make me clean. 41 And Jesus, moved with compassion, put forth his hand, and touched him, and saith unto him, I will; be thou clean. 42 And as soon as he had spoken, immediately the leprosy departed from him, and he was cleansed. 43 And he straitly charged him, and forthwith sent him away; 44 And saith unto him, See thou say nothing to any man: but go thy way, shew thyself to the priest, and offer for thy cleansing those things which Moses commanded, for a testimony unto them. 45 But he went out, and began to publish it much, and to blaze abroad the matter, insomuch that Jesus could no more openly enter into the city, but was without in desert places: and they came to him from every quarter.  Do you see the components again Jesus;
- Had compassion
- Put forth his hand
- And touched him
After the willingness took place, then the Spirit of God moved in the situation. Jesus is the prime example that we can follow look at this scripture Acts 10:38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.
For us who are in Christ, to bear fruit means to be productive for the kingdom being willing to give of the grace and love that has been deposited in us, and it is compassion or love that fuels the desire to reach out to those in need, for instance; We all should be prepared to witness to those who do not know Christ or be willing to pray for those in need and doing what we can to make a difference in the lives of those around us because of compassion or love. 
Also if God has given you the gift of singing, you are to use that gift to sing by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit so that others will be touched or blessed by your gift because of compassion or love, it does no good to only sing at home when you are alone and no one to hear you. Let’s say that you have a gift to draw, you can draw beautiful pictures by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, of landscapes and sunsets to reflect the glory of God but if they are only hung on the walls inside your home no one will get to see the message of God’s Glory and your gift would not minister to others. 
 It is the act of reaching out that God considers fruit, it is God’s responsibility to take over after we have done our part as the apostle Paul wrote in 1Corinthians 3:5 (MLV) Therefore, who is Paul? And who is Apollos? But servants through whom you* believed, and each as the Lord gave to him. 6 I planted, Apollos watered, but God was causing the growth. 7 So-then neither is he who is planting anything, nor he who is watering, but God who is causing the growth.  
Look at the great commission Jesus gave to the disciples in Mark 16:15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. And look at the result of their willingness to reach out; Mark 16:20 And they went forth, and preached every where, the Lord working with them, and confirming the word with signs following. Amen.
God is looking for those who He can love through who are willing to reach out and be an instrument of His love and compassion and to do what they have been designed to do as written in Luke 8:15 But that on the good ground are they, which in an honest and good heart, having heard the word, keep it, and bring forth fruit with patience.
Colossians 1:9 For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to desire that ye might be filled with the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; 10 That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the knowledge of God;
Here is another passage of scripture that we must understand, it is found in Matthew 12, read with me; Matthew 12:33 Either make the tree good, and his fruit good; or else make the tree corrupt, and his fruit corrupt: for the tree is known by his fruit. 34 O generation of vipers, how can ye, being evil, speak good things? for out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh. 35 A good man out of the good treasure of the heart bringeth forth good things: and an evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth evil things.
Here is a translation that gives great insight into the meaning of this scripture it is the “Voice” translation; Matthew 12: 33 Good trees produce good fruits; bad trees produce bad fruits. You can always tell a tree by its fruits. 34 You children of snakes, you who are evil—how could you possibly say anything good? For the mouth simply shapes the heart’s impulses into words. 35 And so the good man (who is filled with goodness) speaks good words, while the evil man (who is filled with evil) speaks evil words.  
Simply spoken “a person can only respond to the impulses of the heart” or inner desires of the heart either good or bad.  We read in Proverbs 4:23 that we are to guard our hearts because it is from the heart that the substances of life flow.  Proverbs 4:23The Voice (VOICE) 23 Above all else, watch over your heart; diligently guard it because from a sincere and pure heart come the good and noble things of life.
So fruit is the inner desire or the willingness by impulses of the heart to give of yourself or to reach out to through love and compassion to someone who has a need.  Remember that God always looks at the heart; 1Samuel 16:7 But the LORD said to Samuel, "Do not look on his appearance or on the height of his stature, because I have rejected him. For the LORD sees not as man sees: man looks on the outward appearance, but the LORD looks on the heart."   
This brings us to the next part of this teaching. 

What are Works?
Ephesians 2:10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them.
Before we continue let us set a foundation so we have a clear reference on the subject of “Works” First of all we are not saved by our works but as it says in Ephesians 2:8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: 9 Not of works, lest any man should boast.  Our salvation is not based on anything that we have done but on what has been done for us through the shed blood of Jesus Christ.  Having said that as we see from the scripture above in Ephesians, we all have good works prepared in us for the cause of Jesus Christ. 
So what are these works? Let’s look at the scripture above in Ephesians to begin with.
Ephesians 2:10 Created in Christ Jesus unto “good works”; we shall look at the Strong’s concordance for the definition.
Ergon - er'-gon
From ἔργω ergō (a primary but obsolete word; to work); toil (as an effort or occupation); by implication an act: - deed, doing, labour, work. 
So we see that “Works” are deeds or the act of doing deeds and as we see in the scripture the word “works is preceded by the word “good” that meaning to “benefit” so let’s look a scripture that we have discussed earlier, Matthew 5:16
Matthew 5:16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.  Jesus is saying that we are what illuminates the world and as the world is being illuminated by us, we are to do acts that benefit others and when they see these deeds or acts that they are good they will glorify our Father in Heaven.
In the previous section we discussed the subject of “Fruit” We defined fruit as the willingness to reach out and touch, that willingness coming from compassion and love.  Here is the transition from fruit to works, to see this we shall look at Jesus as our great example let us look at the following passages of scripture; Matthew 20:30 And, behold, two blind men sitting by the way side, when they heard that Jesus passed by, cried out, saying, Have mercy on us, O Lord, thou Son of David. 31 And the multitude rebuked them, because they should hold their peace: but they cried the more, saying, Have mercy on us, O Lord, thou Son of David. 32 And Jesus stood still, and called them, and said, What will ye that I shall do unto you? 33 They say unto him, Lord, that our eyes may be opened. 34 So Jesus had compassion on them, and touched their eyes: and immediately their eyes received sight, and they followed him. 
Mark 1:40 And there came a leper to him, beseeching him, and kneeling down to him, and saying unto him, If thou wilt, thou canst make me clean. 41 And Jesus, moved with compassion, put forth his hand, and touched him, and saith unto him, I will; be thou clean.  42 And as soon as he had spoken, immediately the leprosy departed from him, and he was cleansed.  
Luke 7:12 Now when he came nigh to the gate of the city, behold, there was a dead man carried out, the only son of his mother, and she was a widow: and much people of the city was with her. 13 And when the Lord saw her, he had compassion on her, and said unto her, Weep not. 14 And he came and touched the bier: and they that bare him stood still. And he said, Young man, I say unto thee, Arise. 15 And he that was dead sat up, and began to speak. And he delivered him to his mother.
No let me ask you a question, in these three examples what do you think the recipients of the miracles will remember Jesus compassion or the miracles?  I think that the answer would be the miracles and you can be sure that they glorified God, Amen?  But for us we need to see that it was important to the Holy Spirit to inspire the writers of the gospels to include the attitude in which Jesus approached these situations.
So, we see Jesus as an example of transitioning from the fruit or inner desire through love and compassion to the work’s or deeds which brought about the manifestation of God’s power.  This is what brings about the glory which goes to our Heavenly Father.  Jesus understood that He was sent to do the works of His Father here on earth and was purposed to accomplish all that was set before Him in this next passage you see Jesus’ attitude displayed concerning His mission; John 9:1 And as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth. 2 And his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind? 3 Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him. 4 I must work the works of him that sent me, while it is day: the night cometh, when no man can work. 5 As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world. 6 When he had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the spittle, and he anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay, 7 And said unto him, Go, wash in the pool of Siloam, (which is by interpretation, Sent.) He went his way therefore, and washed, and came seeing.
Do you see the parallel between what Jesus understood to be His mission here on earth and what our mission is to be in Matthew 5:16?
Jesus said that He was the light of the world John 9:5
Jesus said in Matthew 5:16 that you are the light of the world
Jesus said in John 9:4 that He must do the works of Him who sent Him that would be our Heavenly Father
Jesus said in Matthew 5:16 that we were to do the good works so that our Father would receive glory.  
So for us who are followers of Jesus Christ we should be involved in doing good works or acts that are beneficial to others like it says in Acts 10:38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.  Jesus in the same token says to us Matthew 10:7 And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand. 8 Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have received, freely give. Meanings, as you have been shown love and compassion freely give of that which you have received. 
In order to do that you must touch others. We talked about the transition from fruit to works and then the Holy Spirit will provide the manifestations, as we seen Jesus transition from love and compassion, we also must follow in the same footsteps if we are to see the manifestations of the power of God.  If we are true followers of Jesus Christ then these works must be in operation in our lives.  
Good works are not limited to just miracles there is so much more that we are to be involved in especially in the way that we live, look at the following scripture and you will see the bigger picture;
2Timothy 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 17 That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works.
2Timothy 2:20 (ESV)Now in a great house there are not only vessels of gold and silver but also of wood and clay, some for honorable use, some for dishonorable. 21 Therefore, if anyone cleanses himself from what is dishonorable, he will be a vessel for honorable use, set apart as holy, useful to the master of the house, ready for every good work.
Titus 3:1 Remind them to be submissive to rulers and authorities, to be obedient, to be ready for every good work, 2 to speak evil of no one, to avoid quarreling, to be gentle, and to show perfect courtesy toward all people.
Titus 3:8 This is a faithful saying, and these things I will that thou affirm constantly, that they which have believed in God might be careful to maintain good works. These things are good and profitable unto men. 
Titus 3:14 And let ours also learn to maintain good works for necessary uses, that they be not unfruitful.
Titus 2:7 In all things shewing thyself a pattern of good works: in doctrine shewing uncorruptness, gravity, sincerity, 
Titus 2:14 Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.
Colossians 1:9 For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to desire that ye might be filled with the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; 10 That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the knowledge of God;
Hebrews 10:24 And let us consider one another to provoke unto love and to good works:
James 3:13 Who is a wise man and endued with knowledge among you? let him shew out of a good conversation his works with meekness of wisdom. 
1Peter 2:12 Having your conversation honest among the Gentiles: that, whereas they speak against you as evildoers, they may by your good works, which they shall behold, glorify God in the day of visitation.
 So for you as leaders the good works are defined as;
	- The laying on of hands for the power of God to heal whatever is needed at the time
- Being examples of sincere Love for the world to see that God is a good and loving God
- Looking for opportunities to reach out and pray with those who have no hope in                                           tomorrow
- Providing a sanctuary of Peace for those who have no peace
- Demonstrating character and attitudes that are becoming of children of the Most High God
- Teaching the next generation of ministers
- Mentoring those who are called to follow in the footsteps of Christ
- Sharing the teachings throughout the region for the sake of the Unity in the Body of Christ so all are of the same mind and spirit
- Demonstrating love in every way to all and for all to see the love of Christ at work
- Treating everyone with respect and not showing partiality towards anyone
- Being willing to sacrifice so that others may benefit

[bookmark: _GoBack]God has given me a plan to win my neighborhood for Christ it is very simple and I will share this concept with you.  I seen in a vision that we were going door to door in our neighborhood asking if there was anything we could pray about with them that is all. In the vision I did not ask for any kind of commitment or anything it was just an act of true love, but the results were astounding.  I actually saw this in action while on a mission trip to Mexico in 1995.  We went to a village and there seemed to be stress there, so I asked what was happening and I was told that there was someone killed in that village because of the tension between the Catholics and Protestants there, then the Lord gave me His wisdom and I met with the leaders and shared that we were to go house to house and ask if we could pray a blessing over their home.  Previously the Protestants would preach hell and damnation to the Catholics, unfortunately that did not do much to demonstrate the Love of Christ. I had a team of about 15 people so we broke up into small teams some of our people with some of the local church people. I instructed them that there was to be no preaching or asking for any kind of decisions just pray a blessing over their homes.  As a result there was great peace in that village and many came together for an evangelistic meeting that we held and the Protestant leaders experienced a new way of love.  
So likewise let us be vessels of Love and be willing to be personal.  This way we don’t become untouchable to those who do not have hope or have not experienced love like you have.  As our Savior did when the world was without hope He was willing to come; John 1:14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.
Philippians 2:5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: 6 Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: 7 But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: 8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. 
1Timothy 3:16  And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.
1John 4:9 In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through him. 10 Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love one another. 12 No man hath seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, and his love is perfected in us.
