


Things that have been provided for you through Christ
Checklist for Spiritual success
There are certain guiding principles that we as Christians are supposed to understand and live in, one of the major areas is to know what has been freely given or supplied for us through the death and resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  Many times we fall short because we do not comprehend what things are provided for us as children of the Most High God and we try earn those things that are freely given and as a result we live a life that’s inconsistent and sometimes even contrary to the Word of God, but even more detrimental to the life of a believer is that it keeps you from walking in your destiny. 
The scriptures plainly speak to us about the blessings that await us as we expose ourselves to the Word of Truth as spoken here in the following passages of God’s Word; 2Peter 1:3 According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue: 4 Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust. 5 And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge; 6 And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness; 7 And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity. 8 For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9 But he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath forgotten that he was purged from his old sins. 10 Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall: 
The key here is to recognize the phrase in verse 3 “through the knowledge of Him who has called us” as is also stated in verse 2 “Grace and peace be multiplied unto you through the knowledge of God, and of Jesus our Lord” as well as we see in the following scripture verses.
Ephesians 1:15 Wherefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto all the saints, 16 Cease not to give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers; 17 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: 18 The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, 19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power, 20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, 21  Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come: 22 And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to the church,  23 Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.
1Corinthians 2:9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.  10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. 11 For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God. 12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. 13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.
Ephesians 3:16 That he would grant you, according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened with might by his Spirit in the inner man; 17 That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love, 18 May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height;  19 And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God. 20 Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us,
Romans 8:28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose. 29 For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren. 30 Moreover whom he did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified. 31 What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us? 32 He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely give us all things?

As you can see the Word of God gives us a good representation of all that has been provided for us through the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ our Lord and Savior. 
In 2 Peter we read that all things that pertain to life and godliness have been provided for us through the knowledge of Him who called us. How do we get that knowledge? The bible tells that we are to
· Study God’s word
· Pray or seek Him
· Meditate / ponder / reflect / evaluate
· Worship
· Fellowship / hearing the testimonies of others
Through these disciplines we can position ourselves where God can reveal by His Spirit a full understanding of who we are in Christ Jesus and all that has been provided for us through Christ’s suffering, death and resurrection, Glory to His marvelous Name!!     

The following are benefits that have been identified to give you a reference for meditation and reflection. Look up these scripture references and allow them to become life to your soul.
Isaiah 34:16 Seek and read from the book of the LORD: Not one of these shall be missing; none shall be without her mate. For the mouth of the LORD has commanded, and his Spirit has gathered them. 
Psalms 34:9 O fear the LORD, ye his saints: for there is no want to them that fear him. 10 The young lions do lack, and suffer hunger: but they that seek the LORD shall not want any good thing.
Matthew 7:7 Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you:
Psalms 1:1 Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful. 2 But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law doth he meditate day and night. 3 And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.

Christ paid a great price to accomplish salvation for us, but even more are the benefits that have been provided for us, all of these represent areas that we were not able to provide for ourselves 2Corinthians 3:5 Not that we are sufficient of ourselves to think anything as of ourselves; but our sufficiency is of God;  


Jesus said that He would sent the Holy Spirit that would be a great benefit to us to guide and teach us, please pay very close attention to this next verse because Jesus made a profound statement that I think we often overlook; John 16:13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. 14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 15 All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 
All that the Father has is Christ’s; can you understand what that means? This could be an entire teaching in itself, but as Jesus said everything is His, think about all that is God the Father’s, the list would be endless for example; God inhabits eternity, all power is His, all wisdom, all, all, all, is God’s and thus is Christ’s and at the disposal of the Holy Spirit to reveal. It should be noted that the word “SHEW” is defines in the Strong’s concordance as; anaggellō From G303 and the base of G32; to announce (in detail): - declare, rehearse, report, show, speak, tell.
So the work of the Holy Spirit is to declare to us all that is Christ’s, now this is exciting please follow this, Ephesians 2:5 Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;) 6 And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus: 7 That in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding riches of his grace in his kindness toward us through Christ Jesus. 8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:
Romans 8:17 And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.
The scripture says that we are in Christ as a result of God’s grace and also sitting together in heavenly places with Christ; remember we are heirs in Christ Jesus that makes us family because to be an heir of anything you have to be family.  So we are sons and daughters of God in Christ Jesus, so when Jesus said that the Holy Spirit would take of His and reveal it to us he is saying that the Holy Spirit would be showing us WHAT IS OURS!  That is a great blessing to know that all that God our Heavenly Father has is ours. 
God had always had this planned just read Ephesians chapter 1 but look at this scripture then we will conclude this teaching; Ephesians 1:15-20
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ephesians 1:15 Wherefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto all the saints, 16 Cease not to give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers; 17  That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: 18 The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, 19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power, 20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places,  
Jesus told the disciples to wait in Jerusalem until they received the promise of the Father, Acts 1:4 And, being assembled together with them, commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which, saith he, ye have heard of me. 5 For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence. 6 When they therefore were come together, they asked of him, saying, Lord, wilt thou at this time restore again the kingdom to Israel? 7 And he said unto them, It is not for you to know the times or the seasons, which the Father hath put in his own power. 8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.  
It is the Holy Spirit that is at work in these times, Jesus completed His work and sat down at the right hand of the Father; Hebrews 1:3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;  
The apostle Paul tells us in 1 Corinthians 12: 4-11, that all of the gifts to body of Christ are administered by the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit performs such a vital part in our spiritual lives that it is imperative that recognize and submit to His leadership, without Him we cannot be successful in our destiny.
The Holy Spirit is referenced over 200 times in the bible.
Get to know the Holy Spirit and you will see great and mighty things.
