God knows your enemy
And God knows you

2Corinthians 2:14 Now thanks be unto God, which always causeth us to triumph in Christ, and maketh manifest the savour of his knowledge by us in every place. 

When it comes to fighting battles, God is the greatest ally that we can have, He knows everything from every angle, and nothing can hide from Him.  And best of all, the victory is preordained, and the strategy we already have the plan. We must understand that our Father in Heaven knows who our enemy is. He knows his intents, his thoughts, and his methods. By knowing this, God knows how to deal with him.  Remember, our Father in Heaven is the creator, and He vanquished lucifer from his position in the heavenlies when he rebelled.  We must understand that our Father in Heaven is on top of it all. These passages say it perfectly:
1 Chronicles 29:10 Wherefore David blessed the LORD before all the congregation: and David said, Blessed be thou, LORD God of Israel our father, forever and ever. 11 Thine, O LORD, is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the heaven and in the earth is thine; thine is the kingdom, O LORD, and thou art exalted as head above all. 12 Both riches and honour come of thee, and thou reignest over all; and in thine hand is power and might; and in thine hand it is to make great, and to give strength unto all. 

Colossians 1:12 Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light: 13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son: 14 In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins: 15 Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature: 16 For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him: 17 And he is before all things, and by him all things consist. 18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence. 19 For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell;

Jesus even made this comment in Luke:  He saw satan fall as lightning falling from heaven.  We understand that satan or lucifer is a defeated enemy, and we must always maintain that understanding so that we will not be fighting battles that Jesus Christ has already won.  Observe these scriptures: Luke 10:17 And the seventy returned again with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils are subject unto us through thy name. 18 And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven. 19 Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you. 

Isaiah14:12 (HRB) Oh Lucifer, son of the morning, how you have fallen from the heavens! You weakening the nations, you are cut down to the ground. 13 For you have said in your heart, I will go up to the heavens; I will raise my throne above the stars of El, and I will sit in the mountain of appointment, in the sides of the north. 14 I will rise over the heights of the clouds; I will be compared to Elyone (The Most High). 15Yet you shall go down to Sheol, to the sides of the Pit. 


Ezekiel 28:11 Moreover the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, 12 Son of man, take up a lamentation upon the king of Tyrus, and say unto him, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, and perfect in beauty. 13 Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy covering, the sardius, topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared in thee in the day that thou wast created. 14 Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth; and I have set thee so: thou wast upon the holy mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire. 15 Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee. 16 By the multitude of thy merchandise they have filled the midst of thee with violence, and thou hast sinned: therefore I will cast thee as profane out of the mountain of God: and I will destroy thee, O covering cherub, from the midst of the stones of fire. 17 Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before kings, that they may behold thee. 

The Word of God gives us a glimpse into the rebellion of lucifer, and what we see is that lucifer tried to lift himself above God and overthrow God, but was put down and defeated instantly. It was our Father in heaven, the creator of heaven and earth that cast him out.  What does that tell you about God? What does that tell you about His power? 

We must always remember; our Father in Heaven is Omniscient or all-knowing.  He sees the big picture from beginning to end as the scripture says: Isaiah 46:8 Remember this, and shew yourselves men: bring it again to mind, O ye transgressors. 9 Remember the former things of old: for I am God, and there is none else; I am God, and there is none like me, 10 Declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times the things that are not yet done, saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my pleasure: 

2Peter 3:8 But, beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day is with the Lord as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day. 

Psalms 90:1 A Prayer of Moses the man of God. Lord, thou hast been our dwelling place in all generations. 2 Before the mountains were brought forth, or ever thou hadst formed the earth and the world, even from everlasting to everlasting, thou art God. 3 Thou turnest man to destruction; and sayest, Return, ye children of men. 4 For a thousand years in thy sight are but as yesterday when it is past, and as a watch in the night. 

Let’s look at how God has revealed His omniscience (all-knowing) in the scriptures:

As God was telling Abraham about his blessing, God was looking into the future and telling Abraham what He saw in the following passages of scripture: Genesis 15:13 And he said unto Abram, Know of a surety that thy seed shall be a stranger in a land that is not theirs, and shall serve them; and they shall afflict them four hundred years; 14 And also that nation, whom they shall serve, will I judge: and afterward shall they come out with great substance. 15 And thou shalt go to thy fathers in peace; thou shalt be buried in a good old age. 16 But in the fourth generation they shall come hither again: for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet full. 

Genesis 15:18 In the same day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, Unto thy seed have I given this land, from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates: 19 The Kenites, and the Kenizzites, and the Kadmonites, 20 And the Hittites, and the Perizzites, and the Rephaims, 21 And the Amorites, and the Canaanites, and the Girgashites, and the Jebusites.  

Because God knew the future of the descendants of Abraham God, by His word, he preordained that they would be successful as they would go into the land of the foreigners as spoken in Genesis chapter 15:18-21.  Because God spoke it, it was set into motion so that it would indeed happen.  

Because God knows our future, everything that is needed for us to be successful is preordained, so all we must do is obey the instructions set before us from ages past.  Those instructions come by way of God’s pure Word.  There is a great mystery behind God’s Pure Word, it was given to us so long ago by inspiration of the Holy Spirit but still has relevant meaning and power for us today.  1Peter 1:23 For you have been born again, not by a seed that perishes but by one that cannot perish—by the living and everlasting word of God. (ISV) When I say it has power, I am saying that God’s Word can bring about a manifestation of the thing spoken.  In the book of Isaiah, we read this: Isaiah 55:11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it. 

As we examine God’s Pure Word, we find that it is:
- Spiritual / John 6:63
- Alive/ Hebrews 4:12
- Eternal/ John 6:68
- Infallible/ Proverbs 30:5
- Truth/ Numbers 23:19
- Real/ 1John 1:1-2
- Jesus/ John 1:1-4

God understands the realm of the spirit, especially when it comes to dealing with the forces of darkness, remember, satan is a created being, created by our Father in Heaven. Therefore, it is through our Father’s wisdom given to us in His pure Word that we can negotiate through the deceptions and snares that satan sets before us.  The Holy Spirit will teach us how to walk in the spiritual realm as we trust and have faith in His Pure Word.  

As much as we would like to think that we can know our enemy, I feel that it is impossible because the spirit realm is, well, it is the spirit realm, and how can we understand something that we cannot see or touch, it is beyond us. 

Let me explain; our human minds are limited, and the minds of angels and spirit beings operate on a higher spiritual level far beyond human understanding.  And also, there is some kind of force or power behind satanic powers that we cannot understand. Look here: Ephesians 6:11 Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. 12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.  13 Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.  
This armour has been provided to us to stand against all that the forces of darkness successfully.  

Let us look at some scriptural examples:


The first example is when Jesus was in the desert: Matthew 4:1 Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil. 2 And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hungred. 3 And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou be the Son of God, command that these stones be made bread. 4 But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. 5 Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple, 6 And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone. 7 Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God. 8 Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; 9 And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me. 

Here we see that the devil approached Jesus, and in verse 5, taken to the holy city and set on the pinnacle of the temple, how did that happen? Remember, Jesus was in the desert fasting. Somehow, the devil transported Him up there. What took place is something that I do not understand; it is beyond me, and the scriptures do not mention much about it.  And in verse 8, Jesus was taken up into a high mountain and shown all the kingdoms of the world.  Again, how did this happen?  

The point here is, there are things in the realm of the supernatural that are beyond our understanding, yet they remain factual.  The next example is in the book of Job.  We know the account of how satan came before God and discussed Job.  We know that satan got permission to move against Job.  We must maintain that God was aware of everything that was going to happen.  Everything was under God’s supervision; even satan’s actions were defined.  Let’s read:  Job 1:10 Hast not thou made a hedge about him, and about his house, and about all that he hath on every side? thou hast blessed the work of his hands, and his substance is increased in the land. 11 But put forth thine hand now, and touch all that he hath, and he will curse thee to thy face. 12 And the LORD said unto Satan, Behold, all that he hath is in thy power; only upon himself put not forth thine hand. So Satan went forth from the presence of the LORD. 

Now let’s take a close look at what happened to Job in the following verses: Job 1:13 And there was a day when his sons and his daughters were eating and drinking wine in their eldest brother's house: 14 And there came a messenger unto Job, and said, The oxen were plowing, and the asses feeding beside them: 15 And the Sabeans fell upon them, and took them away; yea, they have slain the servants with the edge of the sword; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee. 16 While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, The fire of God is fallen from heaven, and hath burned up the sheep, and the servants, and consumed them; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee. 17 While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, The Chaldeans made out three bands, and fell upon the camels, and have carried them away, yea, and slain the servants with the edge of the sword; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee. 18 While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, Thy sons and thy daughters were eating and drinking wine in their eldest brother's house: 19 And, behold, there came a great wind from the wilderness, and smote the four corners of the house, and it fell upon the young men, and they are dead; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee. 




Here’s the sequence of events; 1) Sabeans took oxen and donkeys and killed the servants.
2) Fire came from the sky and killed the sheep and servants. 3) The Chaldeans came and took the camels and killed the servants. 4) A great wind came and blew the house down on the sons and daughters, and they were all killed.  
Now satan was granted permission by God to come against all that Job had, but did you see how it came about? Many separate incidents from natural disasters to different tribes of peoples attacking Jobs properties, but all brought about by satan. How did he do this? Again, I do not know, but God knows.  

We have come to understand that satan was determined to get Job to turn away from God by bringing about these disasters, even to the point as we see in chapter 3 attacking Job’s person by attacking his body, look at his statements in these verses: Job 1:11 But put forth thine hand now, and touch all that he hath, and he will curse thee to thy face.  We need to understand that Job did not know of the work of satan. Yes, we can see that God allowed it, and satan made it happen.  But to Job, this came from God when all the while, it was satan at work.

Job 2:4 And Satan answered the LORD, and said, Skin for skin, yea, all that a man hath will he give for his life. 5 But put forth thine hand now, and touch his bone and his flesh, and he will curse thee to thy face.  

As we see here, satan’s goal was to get Job to turn and curse God, but God knew Job and had placed something in Job’s heart that God knew would keep him.  There are many important lessons that we can learn from these examples. Still, there is something that I learned, is  this phrase that was given to me by the Holy Spirit some years ago: “Do not be concerned about what the devil can do to you, but be concerned about what the devil will try to get you to do.”

Here is another example; in the book of Exodus we see that God is assuring the children of Israel that they will inherit the land of promise: Exodus 23:20 Behold, I send an Angel before thee, to keep thee in the way, and to bring thee into the place which I have prepared. 21 Beware of him, and obey his voice, provoke him not; for he will not pardon your transgressions: for my name is in him. 22 But if thou shalt indeed obey his voice, and do all that I speak; then I will be an enemy unto thine enemies, and an adversary unto thine adversaries. 23 For mine Angel shall go before thee, and bring thee in unto the Amorites, and the Hittites, and the Perizzites, and the Canaanites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites: and I will cut them off. 24 Thou shalt not bow down to their gods, nor serve them, nor do after their works: but thou shalt utterly overthrow them, and quite break down their images. 25 And ye shall serve the LORD your God, and he shall bless thy bread, and thy water; and I will take sickness away from the midst of thee. 26 There shall nothing cast their young, nor be barren, in thy land: the number of thy days I will fulfil. 

Exodus 23:27 I will send my fear before thee, and will destroy all the people to whom thou shalt come, and I will make all thine enemies turn their backs unto thee. 28 And I will send hornets before thee, which shall drive out the Hivite, the Canaanite, and the Hittite, from before thee. 29 I will not drive them out from before thee in one year; lest the land become desolate, and the beast of the field multiply against thee. 30 By little and little I will drive them out from before thee, until thou be increased, and inherit the land. 31 And I will set thy bounds from the Red sea even unto the sea of the Philistines, and from the desert unto the river: for I will deliver the inhabitants of the land into your hand; and thou shalt drive them out before thee. 32 Thou shalt make no covenant with them, nor with their gods. 33 They shall not dwell in thy land, lest they make thee sin against me: for if thou serve their gods, it will surely be a snare unto thee. 
When God gives His word, it will come to pass, here are the words that God gave the children of Israel:
1) He would send an angel to bring them to the place prepared for them.
2) Obey him and do not provoke him. 
3) If you obey the voice of the angel and do all that God speaks.  
4) I will be an enemy to your enemies. 
5) The angel will bring you to the places where the enemy is, and God will cut them off.
6) Do not bow down to their gods to worship them.
7) Utterly overthrow them and break down their images.
8) Serve the Lord, and you shall be blessed with food and water and health.
9) God will send His fear before you and destroy all your enemies and make them run.
10) God will send hornets before you and drive out all your enemies in one year.
11) Little by little, I will drive out your enemies until you are increased and inherit the land.
12) I will deliver the inhabitants of the land into your hands, and you shall drive them out.
13) Make no covenant with them, nor with their gods.
14) If you serve their gods, it will be a snare to you.

Now we have just read that God would give the Hebrews complete victory if they would follow His instructions.  As it says in the title of this teaching, “God knows your enemy” and “God knows you.”  Understand this; it was not up to the Hebrews to understand their enemies because God did. All God commanded them to do was to obey Him, and He would deal with their enemies.  The battles were a guaranteed victory as God would do His part; all that the Hebrews had to do was to keep from learning the ways of the pagan nations and worshipping their gods and do what God said.  But as the second part of the title says, “God knows you” God knew that the Hebrews had been in captivity for four hundred years and all those years they were exposed to the gods of Egypt, it seems that the Hebrews had become comfortable with the gods of Egypt because of how much God had mentioned to them to stay away from worshipping idols.  

Because God knew what was in the minds of the Hebrews, he warned them fourteen times in Exodus alone to stay clear from foreign gods. God knows our hearts and gives His direction ahead of time to keep us from falling into snares that are set by our enemy, the devil. These snares would prevent us from fulfilling God's will for our lives, including our destiny. These directions come from the Word He has given to us.  As God’s children, we are expected to function in a realm that we do not understand, that is the spiritual realm, and what He asks us to do will always be beyond our ability.  God understands that, what He did for the Hebrews, He also did for us by giving direct instructions through His pure Word as to how we are to conduct our lives in thought and our actions, especially when it comes to dealing with the enemy.  

God does not ask us to figure things out because that is impossible for our limited minds; only God knows the realm of the spirit. He created it.  He expects us to obey His pure Word by faith believing from the heart.  As we see in Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.  We read in the same book of Hebrews that God was not pleased with the Hebrews because of their lack of faith causing them to err; Hebrews 3:7 Wherefore (as the Holy Ghost saith, To day if ye will hear his voice, 8 Harden not your hearts, as in the provocation, in the day of temptation in the wilderness: 9 When your fathers tempted me, proved me, and saw my works forty years. 10 Wherefore I was grieved with that generation, and said, They do alway err in their heart; and they have not known my ways. 11 So I sware in my wrath, They shall not enter into my rest.)   
In this world, you have one enemy that is the devil, he is a cherub, he is mightier and more cunning than we can understand, and we will fail if we try to handle him in our strength and wisdom.  But to God, he is defeated, and He has given us the ability to overcome him as He instructs us in His pure Word. There are many things about the spirit realm that we will never understand, and honestly, we don’t need to understand because our Father in Heaven does.  He has given us His specific instructions as to how to walk in His victory. We have come to know that this victory is through the shed blood, death, and resurrection of His Son Jesus Christ. God asks us to accept these things by faith.

Remember that the issues will never be what you can do to combat the enemy. God, as we have seen, has already defeated the enemy through Jesus Christ as the scriptures tell us: 1John 3:8 He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.

Colossians 2:15  And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it. 

Hebrews 2:14  Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil; 

So herein is the main issue.  We must always rely on what God can do because with man; there are things that are impossible as the scriptures say: Psalms 103:14  For he knoweth our frame; he remembereth that we are dust. 15  As for man, his days are as grass: as a flower of the field, so he flourisheth. 16  For the wind passeth over it, and it is gone; and the place thereof shall know it no more.  

Luke 18:27  And he said, The things which are impossible with men are possible with God. 

As I stated above, the devil was defeated by Jesus Christ, but he is still allowed to exist in this world. Yet, his end is predicted: Revelation 20:10 And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.  So, for now, he is here to deceive those who are not led by the Spirit of God. It would continue for a specific amount of time. Then he will be done away with forever. We see this in the book of Revelation: Revelation 20:10 And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.  The scriptures do not give a date or time, but we know that there is an appointed time, and the devil knows it as well as we see in Revelation chapter 12: Revelation 12:12 Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the inhabiters of the earth and of the sea! for the devil is come down unto you, having great wrath, because he knoweth that he hath but a short time. 

 Why is our enemy already defeated?

1) Because Jesus Christ conquered satan; Colossians 2:15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it. 


Hebrews 2:14 Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil; 15 And deliver them who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.  

1John 3:8 He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil. 

Above in Hebrews 2:14 and 1John 3:8, we see the word “destroy.” Let’s examine this word in the Strong’s concordance.  

In Hebrews 2:14, the Strong’s number is G2673 katargeō, kat-arg-eh'-o. 
From G2596 and G691; to be (render) entirely idle (useless), literally or figuratively: - abolish, cease, cumber, deliver, destroy, do away, become (make) of no (none, without) effect, fail, loose, bring (come) to nought, put away (down), vanish away, make void.

In 1John 3:8 the Strong’s number is G3089 luō, loo'-o, 
A primary verb; to “loosen” (literally or figuratively): - break (up), destroy, dissolve, (un-) loose, melt, put off. 

We see two things here:
- That through the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, the works of the devil were destroyed, meaning that he was rendered to be idle in the lives of believers in Jesus Christ.

-  Because Jesus Christ came to destroy the works of the devil, all those who were captive are now free.

2) Because God has already spoken from the beginning of humanity what would happen to him as we see in Genesis 3:15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel. 
Here we see the first prophecy concerning Jesus Christ, satan would bruise Jesus heel, but Jesus would crush satan’s head means, Jesus would utterly defeat satan. 

We must understand that God has rendered the enemy of our souls powerless. And we are protected from being deceived by obeying the principles outlined in the Pure Word of God.  

Jesus taught the importance of following His words as we read here in Luke 6:46 And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say? 47 Whosoever cometh to me, and heareth my sayings, and doeth them, I will shew you to whom he is like: 48 He is like a man which built an house, and digged deep, and laid the foundation on a rock: and when the flood arose, the stream beat vehemently upon that house, and could not shake it: for it was founded upon a rock. 49 But he that heareth, and doeth not, is like a man that without a foundation built an house upon the earth; against which the stream did beat vehemently, and immediately it fell; and the ruin of that house was great. 

In Exodus 23:27-33, God was telling the Hebrew children that the victory was already theirs, as we have seen in the passage of scripture.  

Now, in the book of Numbers, the Hebrew children came to the border their promised land, and in chapter 13, twelve spies were sent out to evaluate the following: 
Numbers 13:17 And Moses sent them to spy out the land of Canaan, and said unto them, Get you up this way southward, and go up into the mountain: 18 And see the land, what it is; and the people that dwelleth therein, whether they be strong or weak, few or many; 

19 And what the land is that they dwell in, whether it be good or bad; and what cities they be that they dwell in, whether in tents, or in strong holds;
 
20 And what the land is, whether it be fat or lean, whether there be wood therein, or not. And be ye of good courage, and bring of the fruit of the land. Now the time was the time of the firstripe grapes. 

The 12 spies were in the land for forty days spying out the land of Canaan.  Remember, God had already assured them that they would possess the land.  So, they were seeing what their inheritance would be:  Numbers 13:17 And Moses sent them to spy out the land of Canaan, and said unto them, Get you up this way southward, and go up into the mountain: 18 And see the land, what it is; and the people that dwelleth therein, whether they be strong or weak, few or many; 19 And what the land is that they dwell in, whether it be good or bad; and what cities they be that they dwell in, whether in tents, or in strong holds; 20 And what the land is, whether it be fat or lean, whether there be wood therein, or not. And be ye of good courage, and bring of the fruit of the land. Now the time was the time of the firstripe grapes. 21 So they went up, and searched the land from the wilderness of Zin unto Rehob, as men come to Hamath. 22 And they ascended by the south, and came unto Hebron; where Ahiman, Sheshai, and Talmai, the children of Anak, were. (Now Hebron was built seven years before Zoan in Egypt.) 23 And they came unto the brook of Eshcol, and cut down from thence a branch with one cluster of grapes, and they bare it between two upon a staff; and they brought of the pomegranates, and of the figs. 24 The place was called the brook Eshcol, because of the cluster of grapes which the children of Israel cut down from thence. 

Remember, the twelve were sent out to spy the land and report what they saw, not to make a judgement based on what they saw.  God had already determined what would happen to those occupying the promised land; Exodus 23:23 For mine Angel shall go before thee, and bring thee in unto the Amorites, and the Hittites, and the Perizzites, and the Canaanites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites: and I will cut them off.  

God had spoken beforehand what would happen.

Their report:  Numbers 13:25 And they returned from searching of the land after forty days. 26 And they went and came to Moses, and to Aaron, and to all the congregation of the children of Israel, unto the wilderness of Paran, to Kadesh; and brought back word unto them, and unto all the congregation, and shewed them the fruit of the land. 
27 And they told him, and said, We came unto the land whither thou sentest us, and surely it floweth with milk and honey; and this is the fruit of it. 28 Nevertheless the people be strong that dwell in the land, and the cities are walled, and very great: and moreover we saw the children of Anak there. 29 The Amalekites dwell in the land of the south: and the Hittites, and the Jebusites, and the Amorites, dwell in the mountains: and the Canaanites dwell by the sea, and by the coast of Jordan. 30 And Caleb stilled the people before Moses, and said, Let us go up at once, and possess it; for we are well able to overcome it. 31 But the men that went up with him said, We be not able to go up against the people; for they are stronger than we. 32 And they brought up an evil report of the land which they had searched unto the children of Israel, saying, The land, through which we have gone to search it, is a land that eateth up the inhabitants thereof; and all the people that we saw in it are men of a great stature. 33 And there we saw the giants, the sons of Anak, which come of the giants: and we were in our own sight as grasshoppers, and so we were in their sight. 

As we see from this passage of scripture, they found that the land was good and fruitful, but they saw the people of the land and especially the giants and were afraid and gave an evil report, saying that they would not be able to stand against the people of the promised land.  As we see, Caleb tried to silence the fear they brought back. Caleb knew that God was with them, and because of that, they would overcome the people of the land. 

In Numbers chapter 14 we see that the children of Israel rebelled against Moses and God because of the bad report: Numbers 14:1 And all the congregation lifted up their voice, and cried; and the people wept that night. 2 And all the children of Israel murmured against Moses and against Aaron: and the whole congregation said unto them, Would God that we had died in the land of Egypt! or would God we had died in this wilderness! 3 And wherefore hath the LORD brought us unto this land, to fall by the sword, that our wives and our children should be a prey? were it not better for us to return into Egypt? 4 And they said one to another, Let us make a captain, and let us return into Egypt. 5 Then Moses and Aaron fell on their faces before all the assembly of the congregation of the children of Israel. 6 And Joshua the son of Nun, and Caleb the son of Jephunneh, which were of them that searched the land, rent their clothes: 7 And they spake unto all the company of the children of Israel, saying, The land, which we passed through to search it, is an exceeding good land. 8 If the LORD delight in us, then he will bring us into this land, and give it us; a land which floweth with milk and honey. 9 Only rebel not ye against the LORD, neither fear ye the people of the land; for they are bread for us: their defence is departed from them, and the LORD is with us: fear them not. 10 But all the congregation bade stone them with stones. And the glory of the LORD appeared in the tabernacle of the congregation before all the children of Israel.  

As we have seen, for some reason, they could not believe or remember that God was able to do what He had said would do, except Joshua and Caleb.  As we shall see this display of unbelief was very frustrating to God: Numbers 14:11 And the LORD said to Moses, “How long will this people despise me? And how long will they not believe in me, in spite of all the signs that I have done among them? 

God took this rebellion very personal because of all the miracles they have seen Him do. Look at what God says: Numbers 14:22 none of the men who have seen my glory and my signs that I did in Egypt and in the wilderness, and yet have put me to the test these ten times and have not obeyed my voice, 23 shall see the land that I swore to give to their fathers. And none of those who despised me shall see it. 24 But my servant Caleb, because he has a different spirit and has followed me fully, I will bring into the land into which he went, and his descendants shall possess it. (ESV)

Because of their unbelief, they were not allowed to enter the promised land, even though their victory was guaranteed.  They just could not trust in their Heavenly Father’s word.  Look at this passage of scripture in the New Testament; Hebrews 3:8 Harden not your hearts, as in the provocation, in the day of temptation in the wilderness: 9 When your fathers tempted me, proved me, and saw my works forty years. 10 Wherefore I was grieved with that generation, and said, They do alway err in their heart; and they have not known my ways. 11 So I sware in my wrath, They shall not enter into my rest.) 12 Take heed, brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief, in departing from the living God. 13 But exhort one another daily, while it is called To day; lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin. 14 For we are made partakers of Christ, if we hold the beginning of our confidence stedfast unto the end;  

There is a warning for us not to fall into the same trap that the children of Israel fell into, having a heart of unbelief in God’s Pure Word.  If you look at verse 12, having a heart of unbelief is the same as departing from God: 12 Take heed, brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief, in departing from the living God.  Understand, having a heart of unbelief is an insult to God because of all that He has done for us.

I’ll repeat Numbers 14:11 Numbers 14:11(ESV) And the LORD said to Moses, “How long will this people despise me? And how long will they not believe in me, in spite of all the signs that I have done among them?  

Here is the result of that unbelief written to us in Hebrews 3:18 And to whom sware he that they should not enter into his rest, but to them that believed not? 19 So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief. 

As we continue reading in Hebrews chapter 4, we see these words: Hebrews 4:1 Let us therefore fear, lest, a promise being left us of entering into his rest, any of you should seem to come short of it. 2 For unto us was the gospel preached, as well as unto them: but the word preached did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in them that heard it.  And we also see in Hebrews 11:6 that without faith it is an impossibility to please God: Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.  

So, you see, life as a believer in Jesus Christ is all about our ability to trust and believe in the instructions given to us in God’s Pure Word. I would like to draw your attention the verse in Hebrews 3:13: 13 But exhort one another daily, while it is called To day; lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin. 

Remember, the title of this teaching is: “God knows your enemy” and “God knows you.”
None of us are exempt from being targets of the devil's lies and deceptions, as we have seen earlier, his power over us as born- again believers are ineffective, but he can still try to deceive.  

Jesus said in the gospel of John that the devil was the father of lies: John 8:44 Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.   

Here is an interesting thought to meditate on:  As humans, we have been created by our Father in Heaven with specific thought patterns which the devil or satan cannot understand because he is not human but an angelic being.  To control the human being, he must have them dwell on the thoughts he puts in their minds.  The only power that the devil has over the believer is the power of persuasion, feelings of unbelief, fear, or pride.  Because God understands our way of thinking and the devil’s way of thinking, God in His divine wisdom has given us His Pure Word, which provides us with what we need to stand against the deceptions that the evil one.  

As we have seen in the examples given with the children of Israel, God had spoken that they would possess the land, which means that God’s word had predetermined outcomes.  He told them beforehand what would happen. 

There are a lot of things that we could waste a lot of time trying to figure out.  For example, how was God who was unseen, going to drive out the enemies from before them?  How would God accomplish this?  

There are several mysteries in the Old Testament, like the story of Gideon how in Judges chapter 7. How God got the Midianites to kill one another:  Judges 7:22 And the three hundred blew the trumpets, and the LORD set every man's sword against his fellow, even throughout all the host: and the host fled to Bethshittah in Zererath, and to the border of Abelmeholah, unto Tabbath.  

We see the same thing in 1 Samuel 14:20 and in 2 Chronicles 20:23. So how did God do it? I don’t know there are many supernatural occurrences throughout the scriptures that are beyond our understanding.  Look at the plagues that God loosed in Egypt, how did He do all of that? I don’t know.  I find a great rule that our Father in Heaven has given us: Deuteronomy 29:29 The secret things belong unto the LORD our God: but those things which are revealed belong unto us and to our children for ever, that we may do all the words of this law. 

God is saying here that, if He does not reveal something to you, you do not need to know.  I’m not saying that we should not ask for God to give us revelation, for all my teachings, are based on revelation.  But how God does it? We do not necessarily need to know; otherwise, there is no faith required.  The things that God reveals belong to our children and us forever.  

We must live a life of faith; we see in Hebrews 11:6 that it is impossible to please God without faith: Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him. 

We see that when Jesus Christ lived here on earth, the thing that frustrated Him most was the lack of faith in those who He was teaching, those who see Him do so many miracles.
  
Matthew 8:26 And he saith unto them, Why are ye fearful, O ye of little faith? Then he arose, and rebuked the winds and the sea; and there was a great calm. 

Matthew 14:28 And Peter answered him and said, Lord, if it be thou, bid me come unto thee on the water. 29 And he said, Come. And when Peter was come down out of the ship, he walked on the water, to go to Jesus. 30 But when he saw the wind boisterous, he was afraid; and beginning to sink, he cried, saying, Lord, save me. 31 And immediately Jesus stretched forth his hand, and caught him, and said unto him, O thou of little faith, wherefore didst thou doubt? 

Matthew 17:14 And when they were come to the multitude, there came to him a certain man, kneeling down to him, and saying, 15 Lord, have mercy on my son: for he is lunatick, and sore vexed: for ofttimes he falleth into the fire, and oft into the water. 
16 And I brought him to thy disciples, and they could not cure him. 17 Then Jesus answered and said, O faithless and perverse generation, how long shall I be with you? how long shall I suffer you? bring him hither to me. 18 And Jesus rebuked the devil; and he departed out of him: and the child was cured from that very hour. 19 Then came the disciples to Jesus apart, and said, Why could not we cast him out? 20 And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you. 21 Howbeit this kind goeth not out but by prayer and fasting. 

Mark 16:9 Now when Jesus was risen early the first day of the week, he appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom he had cast seven devils.  10 And she went and told them that had been with him, as they mourned and wept. 11 And they, when they had heard that he was alive, and had been seen of her, believed not. 12 After that he appeared in another form unto two of them, as they walked, and went into the country. 13 And they went and told it unto the residue: neither believed they them. 14 Afterward he appeared unto the eleven as they sat at meat, and upbraided them with their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they believed not them which had seen him after he was risen. 

Even in the Old Testament, God was looking for faith and was frustrated by the lack of it as we read here in Deuteronomy 32: 5 They have sinned, not pleasing him; spotted children, a froward and perverse generation. 6 Do ye thus recompense the Lord? is the people thus foolish and unwise? did not he himself thy father purchase thee, and make thee, and form thee? 7 Remember the days of old, consider the years for past ages: ask thy father, and he shall relate to thee, thine elders, and they shall tell thee. 8 When the Most High divided the nations, when he separated the sons of Adam, he set the bounds of the nations according to the number of the angels of God. 9 And his people Jacob became the portion of the Lord, Israel was the line of his inheritance. 10 He maintained him in the wilderness, in burning thirst and a dry land: he led him about and instructed him, and kept him as the apple of an eye. 11 As an eagle would watch over his brood, and yearns over his young, receives them having spread his wings, and takes them up on his back: 12 the Lord alone led them, there was no strange god with them. 13 He brought them up on the strength of the land; he fed them with the fruits of the fields; they sucked honey out of the rock, and oil out of the solid rock. 14 Butter of cows, and milk of sheep, with the fat of lambs and rams, of calves and kids, with fat of kidneys of wheat; and he drank wine, the blood of the grape. 15 So Jacob ate and was filled, and the beloved one kicked; he grew fat, he became thick and broad: then he forsook the God that made him, and departed from God his Saviour. 16 They provoked me to anger with strange gods; with their abominations they bitterly angered me. 17 They sacrificed to devils, and not to God; to gods whom they knew not: new and fresh gods came in, whom their fathers knew not. 18 Thou hast forsaken God that begot thee, and forgotten God who feeds thee. 19 And the Lord saw, and was jealous; and was provoked by the anger of his sons and daughters, 20 and said, I will turn away my face from them, and will show what shall happen to them in the last days; for it is a perverse generation, sons in whom is no faith. 

Here is the definition of faith found in Hebrews chapter 11: Hebrews 11:1 Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. 

Faith trusts in the things that are not seen.
Faith sees the things that are not seen.
Faith speaks into existence the things that are not seen. 

Deuteronomy 4:32 For ask now of the days that are past, which were before thee, since the day that God created man upon the earth, and ask from the one side of heaven unto the other, whether there hath been any such thing as this great thing is, or hath been heard like it? 33 Did ever people hear the voice of God speaking out of the midst of the fire, as thou hast heard, and live? 34 Or hath God assayed to go and take him a nation from the midst of another nation, by temptations, by signs, and by wonders, and by war, and by a mighty hand, and by a stretched out arm, and by great terrors, according to all that the LORD your God did for you in Egypt before your eyes? 35 Unto thee it was shewed, that thou mightest know that the LORD he is God; there is none else beside him. 36 Out of heaven he made thee to hear his voice, that he might instruct thee: and upon earth he shewed thee his great fire; and thou heardest his words out of the midst of the fire. 37 And because he loved thy fathers, therefore he chose their seed after them, and brought thee out in his sight with his mighty power out of Egypt; 38 To drive out nations from before thee greater and mightier than thou art, to bring thee in, to give thee their land for an inheritance, as it is this day. 39 Know therefore this day, and consider it in thine heart, that the LORD he is God in heaven above, and upon the earth beneath: there is none else. 40 Thou shalt keep therefore his statutes, and his commandments, which I command thee this day, that it may go well with thee, and with thy children after thee, and that thou mayest prolong thy days upon the earth, which the LORD thy God giveth thee, for ever. 

Now, understand that these things were spoken to the children of Israel to give them confidence and faith. The first part spoken were facts of what had already happened; verses 34-37, and then God spoke things before they occurred.  Verses 38 and verses 39-40 are a reminder of who God is and what He desired for them. God told them what was going to happen, and the mystery was, how was it going to happen. And that was the problem that the Hebrews had in their hearts.  Their faith was still in Egypt and not in God's ability to do the supernatural even though they had seen the wonders done in Egypt.

The lesson for us is: the power of God and the ways of God are beyond our understanding as we see in the following scriptures; 

Job 5:8 I would seek unto God, and unto God would I commit my cause: 9 Which doeth great things and unsearchable; marvellous things without number: 

Psalms 77:19 Thy way is in the sea, and thy path in the great waters, and thy footsteps are not known. 

Isaiah 55:8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD. 9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts. 

Psalms 147:5 Great is our Lord, and of great power: his understanding is infinite. 
Romans 11:33 O the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! how unsearchable are his judgments, and his ways past finding out! 34 For who hath known the mind of the Lord? or who hath been his counsellor? 35 Or who hath first given to him, and it shall be recompensed unto him again? 36 For of him, and through him, and to him, are all things: to whom be glory for ever. Amen. 

We will make a serious mistake if we think we can understand God's supernatural ways; there are concepts of God that are beyond our understanding.  Those things are to be accepted by faith.  It is not up to God to give us knowledge about His ways; it is our obligation to trust in our Father in Heaven and His word.  Look at this scripture; Romans 11:33 O the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! how unsearchable are his judgments, and his ways past finding out! 34 For who hath known the mind of the Lord? or who hath been his counsellor? 35 Or who hath first given to him, and it shall be recompensed unto him again? 36 For of him, and through him, and to him, are all things: to whom be glory for ever. Amen.  

Our responsibility is to apply what He has revealed to us through His Pure Word. God has put an expectation on the word that He sends out. He sends it with a specific purpose, and it will not come back to Him unfinished.  Isaiah 55:10 For as the rain comes down and the snow from heaven and returns not there, but waters the earth and makes it bring forth and bud and gives seed to the sower and bread to the eater, 11 so will my word be that goes forth out of my mouth. It will not return to me void, but it will accomplish what I please. And it will prosper in the thing to which I sent it. (MLV)   
That is why faith is so important in the lives of those who follow Him.  We see this same thought in the book of Hebrews: Hebrews 6:7 For when the ground soaks up rain that often falls on it and continues producing vegetation useful to those for whom it is cultivated, it receives a blessing from God. 8 However, if it continues to produce thorns and thistles, it is worthless and in danger of being cursed, and in the end will be burned. 9 Even though we speak like this, dear friends, we are convinced of better things in your case, things that point to salvation. 10 For God is not so unjust as to forget your work and the love you have shown him as you have ministered to the saints and continue to minister to them. 11 But we want each of you to continue to be diligent to the very end, in order to give full assurance to your hope. 12 Then, instead of being lazy, you will imitate those who are inheriting the promises through faith and patience. (ISV)

The meaning here is that rain is likened unto God’s Word, and the earth is likened to us as receiving the Word.  So, as we can take that Pure Word and purpose in our hearts to live by what it says, it is then that we see it work for us because God’s Pure Word is:

Perfect: Psalms 19:7 The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple. 

Pure: Proverbs 30:5 Every word of God is pure: he is a shield unto them that put their trust in him.  Psalms 119:140

Alive: 1Peter 1:23 having been born again, not out of corruptible seed, but from the incorruptible, through the word of God, which is living and remaining forever. (MLV)

Discerning: Hebrews 4:12 For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. (MLV)

Working: 1Thessalonians 2:13 For this cause also thank we God without ceasing, because, when ye received the word of God which ye heard of us, ye received it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which effectually worketh also in you that believe. 

Spirit: John 6:63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life. 

Eternal: Matthew 24:35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.  Isaiah 40:8

A Light: Psalms 119:105 NUN. Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path. 

Sustenance: Deuteronomy 8:3 And he humbled you and allowed you to hunger and fed you with manna, which you did not know, neither did your fathers know, that he might make you know that man does not live by bread alone, but man lives by everything that proceeds out of the mouth of Jehovah.

True: Psalms 119:160 Thy word is true from the beginning: and every one of thy righteous judgments endureth for ever.  John 17:17

A creative force: Psalms 33:6 By the word of the LORD were the heavens made; and all the host of them by the breath of his mouth. 7 He gathereth the waters of the sea together as an heap: he layeth up the depth in storehouses. 8 Let all the earth fear the LORD: let all the inhabitants of the world stand in awe of him. 9 For he spake, and it was done; he commanded, and it stood fast. 

Heals: Psalms 107:20 He sent his word, and healed them, and delivered them from their destructions.  

Cleansing: John 15:3 Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you. 
Psalms 119:9

Gives Hope: Psalms 130:5 I wait for the LORD, my soul doth wait, and in his word do I hope. 

Righteous: Isaiah 45:23 I have sworn by myself, the word is gone out of my mouth in righteousness, and shall not return, That unto me every knee shall bow, every tongue shall swear.

A Sword: Ephesians 6:17 And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God:

Remember the title of this teaching is “God knows your enemy, and God knows you” God, who is wise beyond all understanding, knew what we would face as we came to the knowledge of Jesus Christ. He invested the very essence of His character into us by His Pure Word.
And Jesus was led to be beaten and crucified, said a prayer in John 17:1-8, making mention of God’s Word several times. 

John 17:1 These words spake Jesus, and lifted up his eyes to heaven, and said, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that thy Son also may glorify thee: 2 As thou hast given him power over all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him. 3 And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. 4 I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work which thou gavest me to do. 5 And now, O Father, glorify thou me with thine own self with the glory which I had with thee before the world was. 6 I have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gavest me out of the world: thine they were, and thou gavest them me; and they have kept thy word. 7 Now they have known that all things whatsoever thou hast given me are of thee. 8 For I have given unto them the words which thou gavest me; and they have received them, and have known surely that I came out from thee, and they have believed that thou didst send me. 

Here is Jesus' final prayer for His disciples before He returned to heaven, but notice what Jesus said in the following verses: John 17:13 (MLV) "And now I am coming to you, and I say these things in the world so that they may have my joy made complete in themselves. 14 I have given them your word, and the world has hated them, because they do not belong to the world, just as I do not belong to the world. 15 I am not asking you to take them out of the world but to protect them from the evil one. 16 They do not belong to the world, just as I do not belong to the world. 17 "Sanctify them by the truth. Your word is truth. 18 Just as you sent me into the world, so I have sent them into the world. 19 It is for their sakes that I sanctify myself, so that they, too, may be sanctified by the truth. 

Just as God knows our enemy and knows us, Jesus also knew our enemy and understood us. As you can see, Jesus put a very high priority on God’s Word and made sure to manifest it to His disciples.  You see, God’s Pure Word is our protection against the deceptions and traps of the enemy of our souls; Psalms 119:109 My soul is continually in my hand: yet do I not forget thy law. 110 The wicked have laid a snare for me: yet I erred not from thy precepts. 111 Thy testimonies have I taken as an heritage for ever: for they are the rejoicing of my heart. 112 I have inclined mine heart to perform thy statutes alway, even unto the end. 

Even Jesus, when confronted by the devil, did not debate with reason, but he quoted the scriptures.  See Matthew, chapter 4. God has designed His Word to be divine protection and a spiritual weapon for us against all that the devil will throw against us.  And because God does know our enemy, He has given us what we need to defeat the attacks that come against us.  The weapons He has given are supernatural and not provided by human strength or wisdom; 2Corinthians 10:3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: 4 (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;) 5 Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ; 

It is the faith of the believer in God’s provision that will bring forth the kind of fruit that Father God is looking for.  Remember, that without faith it is impossible to please Him; Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.  

So, in conclusion, when we were born again, it was the Word of God that was the seed for our new birth: 1Peter 1:23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.  Being brought into the kingdom of God, we were not left to figure things out for ourselves, but our Father on Heaven gave to us everything that we need through His Word to do the following:

- Live a life of Godliness/ 2Peter 1:3
- Grow in the Lord/ 1 Peter 2:2
- Grow in faith/ Romans 10:17
- Overcome the deceits of satan/ Matthew 4:4-10
- Helps us to discern the issues of life/ Hebrews 4:12

Jesus gave us His Name to defeat satan as we read in Luke 10:17 And the seventy returned again with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils are subject unto us through thy name. 18 And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven. 19 Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you. 

We also see in the following scriptures how to overcome our enemy:

James 4:7 Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. 

1Peter 5:8 Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour: 9 Whom resist stedfast in the faith, knowing that the same afflictions are accomplished in your brethren that are in the world.

There is something critical that I would like to draw your attention to, for this insight, you’ll need to get the context of both of these scriptures.  For this, you must read before and after these scriptures.  After you read this, you’ll see a very interesting insight that is critical to our success in being free from the bondage of our enemy.  Humility plays an essential part.

Our Father in heaven knows our enemy, and He knows us and has provided what we need to be victorious against the enemy.  

Always remember this; Do not be concerned about what the devil can do to you, but be concerned about what he will try to get you to do.
